e General discomfort: FMF can be
a painful condition interfering with
the flow of the daily life .If your
symptoms are intolerable, your
doctor might recommend strong
pain medication (narcotics) to
help make you more comfortable.

There is no cure for this disorder,
however, you may be able to
relieve its signs and symptoms or
Even prevent them altogether by
adhering to the proper tfreatment.

Since the 1970s, colchicine, a drug
otherwise mainly used in gout, has
been shown fto decrease aftack
frequency in FMF patients. The exact
way in which colchicine suppresses
attacks ,however, is unclear.

Attacks are self-limiting, and require
analgesia and non-steroidal anti —
inflammatory drugs.

Complications

Most complications of FMF result if
the condition is not freated or if it is
treated irregularly.

Complications May Include:

« Amyloidosis: a condition in which a
protein called Amyloid A deposit in
your organs (mainly Kidneys, which
might lead to nephrific syndrome
and/or kidney failure).

e Infertility: inflasnmation caused by
FMF may affect your reproductive
organs. (About 1/3 of women with
FMF are inferfile, and about 25%
of those who become pregnant
experience miscarriages).

e Chronic arthritis: arthritis is common
in people with FMF .The most
commonly affected joints are the
knee, ankle, hip and elbow. (In

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What Is FMF?

Familial Mediteranean Fever (FMF)
is a hereditary inflammatory disorder
that affects groups of people
originating from around fthe
Mediterranean Sea (hence its
name). It particularly affects people
of Armenian, Arabic, Turkish, and
Jewish ancestry.

The disorder affects from 1 in 250
people to 1in 1,000 people in these
populations.

The cause of FMF is a gene defect
inherited in an autosomal recessive
patftern which means you have to
inherit the mutated gene from both
parents to be infected.
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
